As we enter into Lent we fast as a way to spiritually prepare for Easter by imitating Jesus' 40 days of
fasting in the desert, practicing self-denial, and making more room in their lives for God through a
physical act of sacrifice, essentially deepening their connection to Christ's suffering and ultimately
celebrating his resurrection with greater appreciation; this practice is considered a form of penance
and is meant to be accompanied by increased prayer and acts of charity.
